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Preface

Starting from the first academic year, Pharmacy students come across many
terms related to the biological systems, mainly in the courses of Biology,
Biochemistry, Physiology, Pathology, Pharmacology, Toxicology, and
Therapeutics. From our prolonged experience in teaching several of these
courses, we noticed that students find it hard to understand these terms, a
problem that adversely affects students’ ability to understand the contexts in
which these terms occur. Eventually, this adds preventable hardship to the

mentioned courses.

Since these terms are mostly Greek or Latin in general, the standard English
dictionaries and translation websites may not suffice the student in a
comprehensive manner, requiring his/her referral to medical terminology books.
These medical books, however, include too many anatomical and pathological
terms, much more than a Pharmacy student needs. In addition, these books
usually explain the term without implying it in a context relevant to the Pharmacy
student in a way that can deepen conceptualization of the term. As for the terms
related to courses of pharmaceutics, like weights and volumes, sufficient books

and websites are available for them.

Therefore, we worked in this book on explaining the basic ‘items’ that form the
medical terms which the student needs during his/her study and career later on.
‘Items’ are meant to be word parts (prefixes, suffixes, word roots) which when
combined with other items/words many medical terms are formed. Once the
student understands these items, he/she can decompose a medical term into its
basic parts, understand each part, and then reassemble the term to comprehend
its meaning clearly. Hence, understanding the basic items mentioned in this book
(330 items) helps the student understand a much larger number of medical terms,

even when it comes to terms not mentioned here.

A. MEANING

With regards to the meanings provided in this book, we considered restricting
such meanings to what the student needs in order to understand clearly each
term. The item may have many meanings, but some have no application in
pharmaceutical sciences, and hence were not mentioned, in order to prevent

distraction and misunderstanding.

B. EXAMPLE
We chose examples that are relevant to the pharmaceutical/medical fields, which
students come across during their study or work.

C. CONTEXT
In contexts, we have taken into account the following:
1. Formulating contexts that help students in understanding the term and,
at the same time, add valuable knowledge which they need during their
study years and career, taking into account their suitability for a
pharmacy student in the first place.
2. Hierarchal structure (grading contexts) from the beginning of the book
to the end, so that we started with short sentences that do not contain
many terms, and then as the student proceeds, a number of them are

included in the advanced sentences in the book.

D. TRANSLATION
In translation of the sentences into Arabic we considered the following:

1. Helping the student to understand, as much as possible, and for this we
did not restrict in some places the translations of known translation
websites.

2. Some translated terms are not used in the teaching or therapeutic field;
therefore we kept their pronunciation as it is in the translated sentences
but in Arabic letters, that is, we conducted 'transliteration’ instead of
translation.

E. ILLUSTRATIONS
As for illustrations and photos, we considered the following:
1. Simplicity, so that it does not contain details that can be not needed
and distracting to the student.
2. Clarity.

3. Some illustrations fill gaps in the literature. We have noticed that many
concepts do not have simple images that are sufficiently understood in
books and websites; so we have designed illustrations to meet this need
(see, for example, the illustrations for allosteric ligand, baroreflex, and

pharmacodynamics).

This book, as far as we know, is the first to have all these features collectively. It
fills a gap and serves an important need. It is not meant to be a glossary for
medical terms referred to upon need. Rather, it is meant in the first place to be a
textbook used systematically to build a strong terminology foundation for the
student. We kept it concise and focused to make it easy for the student and the
instructor alike; so that the student can self-learn from it and the instructor can
take it as a basis from which he/she can elaborate. This book is also of benefit for
the Nursing students and for the Medical students in their first academic years.

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1.1 What is Medical Terminology?

Medical (or more precisely ‘biomedical’) terminology is a set of specialized terms
and expressions usually used by the biomedical professionals to refer to certain
aspects within their domain. It is the formal and standardized language used
within the biomedical domain to achieve accurate and effective communication

and to eliminate or minimize misunderstandings.

Like in other disciplines, such specialized vocabulary is also known as jargon.
Because of its normative nature, the jargon facilitate communication amongst the
professionals within a certain field and standardize referrals. On the other hand,
because of their specialized nature, the layman may not comprehend the
connotations of some jargon. Computer jargon is a famous example; hardware,
software, CPU, RAM, ROM, megabyte, format, download, upload, ASCII,
HTML, JAVA; each of these terms is called a jargon and refers to a certain

meaning related to the computing industry.

Medical jargon is widely used in biological, medical, pharmacological, nursing,
and other biomedical domains. It is used to identify/describe human anatomy,
physiology, as well as anatomical positions, directions and planes of the body;
numbers and colors; diseases, diagnoses and medical cases; instruments, clinical
and surgical procedures; protocols and instructions for medication
administration. Terms like abdomen, parenchyma, ventral, dorsal, digestion,
absorption, inflammation, toxin, pathogen, immunity, diagnosis, syndrome,
tolerance, analgesic, addiction, biopsy, and chemotherapy are recognized by
students and staff familiar with such subjects.

1.2 Origin of Medical Terminology

Despite the wide use of the English language for writing and communication, the
majority of the medical jargon have ancient Greek and Latin origins that can be
traced back over two millennia and attributed mainly to Hippocrates and
Aristotle. For example, the affix “angi-” is derived from the Greek word
"angeion" (= blood vessel, as in “angiogram”) and the affix "adip-" is derived from
the Latin word "adeps" (= of or pertaining to fat or fatty tissue, as in “adipocyte”).
Greek words are often found for clinical jargon, while Latin vocabulary are
widely used for anatomical terms. In addition to Greek and Latin, other

languages have also influenced the medical jargon, e.g., pipette is borrowed from
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the French language (= small tube), and influenza is an Italian word which literally

means influence (now applied to severe colds). More examples are shown in the

following table.

1.3 Types of Medical Terms

Depending on their structure and origin, there are different types of medical
jargon; e.g. eponyms, acronyms, homonyms as well as specialized expressions
using standard modern English. In this section, we shall explicate the different

types of medical jargon and show some examples.

1.3.1 DESCRIPTIVE TERMS

Descriptive medical jargon refer to expressions used by the physicians/scientists
to describe certain aspects. For example, to describe an anatomical feature in the
human body, function, color, size, shape, etc. Such terms are usually comprised
of Greek and Latin elements (details in Section 1.4). More examples are included

in the next chapter.
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1.3.2 EPONYMS

The word eponym comes from the Greek “eponymos”: epi [to] + onyma [name] and
a medical eponym could refer to an individual, or less often a place or a thing.
Eponyms are often used to honor a prominent individual who has a major
contribution in his field, like discovering a disease or developing a surgical

procedure, etc.

Here is some common examples of the medical eponyms: Parkinson disease (after
James Parkinson); Alzheimer's disease (Alois Alzheimer); Down syndrome (John
Langdon Down); Bilharzia (Theodor Maximilian Bilharz); fallopian tubes
(uterine tubes, Gabriello Fallopio); Golgi apparatus (Camillo Golgi); Achilles
tendon (Achilles, Greek mythological character).

1.3.3 ACRONYMS

Acronyms are words (or abbreviations) typically comprised from the first letters
of a certain phrase and then used as a separate word. Mostly, but not always,
acronyms are expressed in uppercase letters. For example,

AIDS acquired immune deficiency syndrome

CAT computerized axial tomography (scan, older name for CT)
COPD  chronic obstructive pulmonary disease

ELISA  enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay

ESR erythrocyte sedimentation rate
HAV hepatitis A virus
MRI magnetic resonance imaging

1.3.4 HOMONYMS

Homonyms are words that have the same pronunciation, but a different meaning,

and in most cases have a different spelling too.

The word homonym comes from the Greek “homonymos”: homo [same] +
onyma [name], i.e., having the same name. There are two types of homonyms;
homographs (homo = same; graph = writing), and homophones (homo = same;
phone = voice). Homographs are words with the same spelling but have different
meanings, e.g., left (past tense of leave) and left (opposite of right). While
homophones are words that have the same pronunciation but have different
connotations and different spellings, e.g., to, two, and too. This includes some

common English vocabularly like pear and pair, see and sea, meat and meet, peal
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and peel, bare and bear, feet and feat, pain and pane, rose (past of rise, to have

gotten up / a flower) and address (to speak to / location).

EXAMPLES OF MEDICAL HOMOGRAPHS

Cervical 1. pertaining to the neck (as in cervical vertebra)
2. pertaining to the lowest segment of the uterus (the uterine cervix)
Calculus 1. Kidney stone.

2. Name of heel bone.

EXAMPLES OF MEDICAL HOMOPHONES

1.4 Basic Elements of Medical Terms

Because most medical terms are derived from Greek and Latin, learning them
may seem difficult; especially for non-Latin-based language speakers. This could
be made easier by dissecting such terms into smal elements that may be simpler
to remember and understand. This means that medical jargon could be treated
like a jigsaw puzzle. When divided into their basic parts and the meaning of each
part is learned, they become easier to remember and understand.

Most medical terms are simply a combination of two or more elements and can
be broken down into parts. For example, the term Pharmacology is derived from
the Greek word pharmakon, which means “poison” in classic Greek (and “drug”
in modern Greek) in addition to the Greek word -logiz; which means “the study
of” or “the knowledge of”; indicating that pharmacology is the branch of

biomedical sciences concerned with the study of drugs.

Before starting to learn the medical jargon, you are advised to learn few simple

rules.

Most medical terms consist of four basic elements:

1. word root; the fundamental part of the term and its central meaning;
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2. prefix; a letter group placed before the root word;

3. suffix; a letter group added at the end of the root word; and

4. interfix (or combining vowel); a linking vowel inserted between two
words to help ease the pronunciation.

When these four elements are placed together, they define a specific medical
term. The first three elements (root, prefix, and suffix) maintain the same
meaning whenever they appear. Thus, once you learn their meanings and how
they fit together to form medical term, you can remember words and be able to
analyze (or build) and define any medical term.

1.4.1 WORD ROOTS/STEMS

Word roots (or word stems) are the main components of the medical term and
prefixes (or suffixes or interfixes) are attached to them.

FEATURES
v" Comprise the fundamental part of all medical terms.
v Reflect the basic topic and connotation of the medical term.
v" ALL medical terms must have at least one word root.
v" Sometimes, two or more roots are combined to form a word.
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v" It usually, but not always, indicates a body part.

v Could appear at the beginning of the term, or after a prefix.

v" Will be followed by a forward slash (root/). The slash “/” is where the
connecting vowels attaches to the root; e.g., hemat/, hepat/, cardi/, lip/,
gastr/.

EXAMPLES
Medical term Root Meaning Note
Hematology Hemat/  blood aroot at the beginning of a word
Subhepatic /hepat/  liver a root in the middle of a word
Scleroderma /derm/  Skin a root at the end of a word
Electrocardiogram Electr/  electricity =~ a combination of two roots

1.4.2 AFFIXES

Two types of affixes can be added to a word root in order to modify its meaning

or to create a new word, i.e., prefixes and suffixes.

A. PREFIXES

Prefixes, are syllables or elements attached to the beginning of a word root to

modify its meaning.

FEATURES

v

B. SUFFIXES

Suffixes, are syllables or elements attached to the end of a word root to modify
its meaning.

FEATURES

v" Comprise a fundamental part of medical terms. ALL medical terms

have an ending, either a suffix or a complete word.

v Can modify or alter the meaning or function of a word root.
v Can either make the term a noun or an adjective.
v Often used to refer to a specialty, disease, condition or a procedure.
v Will always follow a hyphen (-suffix); e.g., -itis, -ic, -ac, -ical,
-logy, -lysis.
EXAMPLES
Medical term The medical term indicates
Myocarditis -itis inflammation a heart condition
Melanoma -oma tumor a disease
Rhinoplasty -plasty surgical repair a procedure

C. INTERFIXES OR COMBINING VOWELS

Interfixes, are commonly known as combining vowels. They are linking vowels
inserted between two words to help ease the pronunciation, and do not have a
meaning of their own.

FEATURES

v Used to connect two or more word roots joined together as well as
connecting a word root and a suffix, but NOT used when connecting a
prefix and a word root.

v A combining vowel is typically ‘0’ or 7, less often ‘u’. Other vowels are
rarely used.

v Not used when connecting word roots and suffixes beginning with a
vowel (a, e, i, 0, u).

v Used when connecting two word roots even if vowels are present at the
junction.

v Not all medical terms contain an interfix or a combining vowel.

COMBINING FORM

Note. — A Combining form is the word root plus a combining vowel separated
by a slash; e.g., in the medical term Hematology, word root ‘hemat’ + combining

vowel ‘0’ = ‘Hemat/o-’ is the combining form.

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1.5 Decoding Medical Terms

Now you learned how the medical language is constructed and what are the basic
elements and how they fit together to form medical terms. This will enable you

to understand many terms you may have never seen before.

In this section, we shall explain how to decode
(or analyze) the medical terms and define their
meaning by applying a few basic rules. Decoding
(as well as building) medical terms is essential to
mastering medical terminology.

NOTE. Using the basic

elements of the medical

terms you can also BUILD
hundreds of medical words.

1.5.1 RULES FOR DECODING/DEFINING A MEDICAL TERM

1. BREAK DOWN the term into its basic elements, i.e., word roots,
prefixes and suffixes.

2. READ from the suffix (or last part of the term) backwards, i.e.,
beginning from the right and moving to the left.

3. DEFINE the words parts of the medical term in the following
sequence: the last part of the term (suffix), the first part of the term
(which may be a prefix, combining form, or root), and then define the
middle part of the term (usually word root).

4. If there are two roots in the term, divide each and then read them from
left to right.

5. Put together all the identified elements.

EXAMPLES

The list introduces
important terms for beginners entering the pharmaceutical medical profession as
well.

Following the completion of this chapter, you will be able to recognize,
understand, and use some of the most common Pharmaceutical terms and
prescription abbreviations.
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A

Absorption rate - The time it takes a drug to enter the bloodstream after it is
administered.

Active Pharmaceutical Ingredient (API)- is the chemical substance contained in a
pharmaceutical which is responsible for its therapeutic effect. Some pharmaceuticals
contain more than one active ingredient (combination product).

Adverse drug reaction (ADR)- is a response to a medicinal product which is noxious
and unintended, and which occurs at doses normally used in man for the prophylaxis,
diagnosis, or therapy of disease or for the restoration, correction, or modification of
physiological function.

Anaesthetic - A drug that causes anaesthesia. Anaesthesia is a short-term and
reversible loss of consciousness. Anaesthetics are used to perform surgeries without
patients having to suffer through the pain.

Antibiotic/antibacterial - Sometimes used interchangeably because they are used for
similar purposes. An antibiotic inhibits the growth of or kills a microorganism. An
antibacterial suppresses its growth or kills it.

Anticoagulant - Drugs used to decrease or prevent the formation of blood clots.

Anticonvulsant - Drugs used to help prevent seizures or to lessen the severity of a
seizure.

Antiemetic - Drugs used to prevent, alleviate, or suppress nausea and vomiting.

Antihistamine - Drugs used to counteract the immune system’s histamine reaction to
allergy or respiratory illness.

Antineoplastic - Drugs prescribed to slow the growth of malignant tumours.
Antispasmodic - Drugs wused to relieve or prevent muscle spasms.
Antitussive - Drugs used to suppress or relieve coughing.

Apothecary - Another word for pharmacist. It also refers to a system of weights and
measures.

Assay — A specific and stability-indicating test should be used to determine the strength
(API content) of the drug product.

Aseptic technique - A sanitation practice performed to minimize contamination by
pathogens.

B

Bactericidal - Drugs that destroy or kill bacteria.

Bacteriostatic - Drugs that slow down or inhibit the duplication or growth of bacteria.
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Batch- A defined quantity of product processed in a single process or series of processes
and therefore expected to be homogeneous. In continuous manufacture, the batch must
correspond to a defined fraction of production, characterized by its intended
homogeneity.

Bioavailability - The percent of dose entering the systemic circulation after
administration of a given dosage form. More explicitly, the ratio of the amount of drug
“absorbed” from a test formulation to the amount “absorbed” after administration of a
standard formulation.

Bioequivalence - Two pharmaceutical products are bioequivalent if they are
pharmaceutically equivalent or pharmaceutical alternatives, and their bioavailabilities,
in terms of rate (Cmax and tmax ) and extent of absorption (area under the curve
(AUQ)), after administration of the same molar dose under the same conditions, are
similar to such a degree that their effects can be expected to be essentially the same.

Biopharmaceutical industry - The scientific field focused on studying the molecular,
cellular, and genetic principles that play a role in drug development.

Biosimilar - Competitors to the first-in-class biologic product that has an expired
patent. These drugs are not considered to be identical to the original product but are
considered to be therapeutic alternatives.

Biotechnology - The modification of living organisms for specific needs. For example,
organisms designed to create antibiotics.

Bronchodilator - A drug that widens passages in the lungs to ease breathing.

C

Clinical trial- is any systematic study on pharmaceutical products in human subjects,
whether in patients or other volunteers, in order to discover or verify the effects of, and/
or identify any adverse reaction to, investigational products, and/or to study the
absorption, distribution, metabolism and excretion of the products with the object of
ascertaining their efficacy and safety. Clinical trials are generally divided into Phases I-
IV.

Communicable - Illness or disease that is contagious or transmittable to others.

Compliance is the patient’s consistency and accuracy in following the regimen
prescribed by a physician or other health care professional. As used here, regimen
means directions or rules.

Compound - A final substance or solution made from two or more substances.

Compounding - The creation of a drug mixture to fit the unique needs of a patient. For
example, creating liquid versions of medications normally available only in tablet,
capsule or caplet form.

contraindication is a factor in the patient’s condition that makes the use of a medication
or specific treatment dangerous or ill advised.

Controlled medicines - Narcotic medicines and psychotropic substances regulated by
provisions of national medicines laws.
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D

Dispense - To prepare and distribute medicines.

Dispenser - A dispenser is a health care professional who is legally qualified to
distribute medicines.

Dose- The specified amount and quantity of the drug to be taken at one time.

Dosage form - The form of the completed pharmaceutical product, e.g. tablet, capsule,
elixir or suppository.

Drug discovery - The process by which drugs are discovered and/or designed.

Drug interaction is the result of drugs reacting with each other, often in ways that are
unexpected or potentially harmful. Such interactions can occur when medications are
taken along with herbal remedies or when more than one prescription drug is taken at
the same time.

Drug therapy - The treatment of disease through the use of drugs. Also called
pharmacotherapy.

Drug tolerance is when the body has become accustomed to a medication after being on
it for a length of time, and higher doses are required to achieve the desired effect.

E

Efficacy - The ability of a drug to produce the desired effect.

Electrolytes - Fluids commonly administered after dehydration containing sodium and
potassium salts. They are designed to maintain or replenish the proper balance of a
patient’s electrolyte levels.

Elimination - Occurs when the body removes waste. In pharmacokinetics, this is the
last step in the study process.

Expectorant - Drugs that clear out mucus and phlegm.

Excipient- A substance or compound, other than the API and packaging materials, that
is intended or designated to be used in the manufacture of a finished pharmaceutical
product FPP.

Extemporaneous compounding - Following a set or written recipe to compound
prescription drugs.

F

Formulation - A pharmacologic substance prepared according to a formula.

G

Generic - A pharmaceutical product which has the same qualitative and quantitative
composition in active substances and the same pharmaceutical form as the reference
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medicinal product, and whose bioequivalence with the reference medicinal product has
been demonstrated by appropriate bioavailability studies.

Good manufacturing practice - (GMP) Part of quality assurance which ensures that
products are consistently produced and controlled to the quality standards appropriate
to their intended use and as required by the marketing authorization.

Good Pharmacy Practice is the practice of pharmacy aimed at providing and
promoting the best use of drugs and other health care services and products by patients
and members of the public. It requires that the welfare of the patient is the pharmacist/
s prime concern at all times.

H

Half-life - The amount of time it takes for half of the drug to be eliminated from the
body.

Herbal medicine plant derived material or preparations with therapeutic or other
human health benefits, which contain either raw or processed ingredients from one or
more plants. In some traditions, material of inorganic or animal origin may also be
present.

Hypnotics - Drugs that slow the central nervous system to reduce anxiety and induce
sleep.

I

Intramuscular inj (IM)- An injection administered into the muscles.
Inert ingredients - Filler or non-drug ingredients in medication which are inactive.

Infusion rate - Fluid volume of an IV necessary to deliver enough drug within the time
frame the prescriber sets.

IN]J- Injection.
Intracardiac inj (ICAR) - An injection administered directly into the patient’s heart.

Intradermal inj (ID) - An injection administered into the top layer of skin, done at an
angle.

Inventory - A comprehensive list of the assets and items currently and physically in
stock.

Intravenous inj (IV)- An injection administered directly into the vein.

L

Label - Written, printed or graphic information either appearing on the medical device
itself, or on the packaging of each unit, or on the packaging of multiple devices.
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M

Mechanism of action -MOA -, the method in which a drug produces an effect on the
condition it’s intended to treat.

N

Narcotic drug is a legal term encompassing substances including opiates, opioids, as
well as

cocaine and marihuana that induce various stages of narcosis to dull the senses. They
are typically used to treat pain.

NS - Normal saline, a solution of 0.9% concentration of sodium chloride in sterile water.

O

Oath of a Pharmacist - This oath is taken by pharmacy students upon graduation. By
taking this oath, they voluntarily vow to dedicate themselves to a “lifetime of service to
others through the profession of pharmacy.

Officially recognized pharmacopoeia (or compendium) Those pharmacopoeias whose
standards are officially recognized by an NMRA. These may be national, regional or
international.

Opiate - Drugs that are derived from opium, typically used for pain management.

Opioid - Synthetic drugs that have the narcotic effects of opium, typically used for pain
management.

Originator Pharmaceutical Product/Originator Brand - An originator brand is generally
the product that was first authorized worldwide for marketing (normally as a patented
product) on the basis of the documentation of its efficacy, safety and quality, according
to requirements at the time of authorization: e.g., Valium. The originator product always
has a brand name; this name may, however, vary across countries.

Over-The-Counter Medicine (Non-Prescription Medicine)- (OTC) are medicines that
can be sold from licensed dealers without professional supervision and without
prescription. These medicines are suitable for self-medication for minor disease and
symptoms.

P

Pharmaceutical (MEDICINE, DRUG) is any substance or pharmaceutical product for
human or veterinary use that is intended to modify or explore physiological systems or
pathological states for the benefit of the recipient. The terms drug, medicine, and
pharmaceutical are used interchangeably.

Pharmaceutical care - A principle of practice that concentrates on optimizing the
patient’s health-related quality of life and achieving positive clinical outcomes within
economic means.
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Pharmaceutical chemistry - The study of drug design to optimize pharmacokinetics
and pharmacodynamics, and synthesis of new drug molecules (Medicinal Chemistry).

Pharmaceutical equivalence- Products are pharmaceutical equivalents if they contain
the same molar amount of the same APIs in the same dosage form, if they meet
comparable standards and if they are intended to be administered by the same route.
Pharmaceutical equivalence does not necessarily imply therapeutic equivalence, as
differences in the API solid state properties, the excipients and/or the manufacturing
process and other variables can lead to differences in product performance.

Pharmaceutical form is the pharmaceutical-technological form in which an active
substance is made available. Pharmaceutical may be administered in solid form (e.g.
tablets, powers), in semi-liquid form (e.g. ointments, pastes), in liquid form (e,g, drops,
injectables, infusions) or in gaseous form (inhalation).

Pharmaceutical sciences - Of or relating to medications.

Pharmaceutical technology - All of the technologies involved in the development and
use of medications.

Pharmaceutical product is a unique product defined by its active pharmaceutical
ingredient, the strength of the active pharmaceutical ingredient, its pharmaceutical form
and route of administration.

Pharmaceutical toxicology- the study of the harmful or toxic effects of drugs.

Pharmaceutics - the study and design of drug formulation for optimum delivery,
stability, pharmacokinetics, and patient acceptance.

Pharmacists are experts on the actions and uses of drugs, including their chemistry,
their formulation into medicines and the ways in which they are used to manage
diseases.

Pharmacy - Pharmacies are premises which in accordance to the local legal provisions
and definitions may operate as a facility in the provision of pharmacy services in the
community or health facility setting.

Pharmacodynamics The study of the relationship between drug level and drug effect. It
involves the study of the response of the target tissues in the body to a given
concentration of drug.

Pharmacoeconomics - The scientific discipline that analyses the cost of a medication
and weighs it against the medication’s benefits, the benefits of similar medications and
the potential need for the medication.

Pharmacogenomics- The study of the inheritance of characteristic patterns of interaction
between drugs and organisms.

Pharmacognosy - The scientific discipline which covers the chemistry, biological and
clinical effects of natural products, particularly plants.

Pharmacokinetics - The study of the relationship between the dose of drug
administered and the serum or blood level achieved. It deals with drug absorption,
distribution, metabolism and excretion.
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Pharmacology - The study of the biochemical and physiological effects of drugs on
human beings.

Pharmacovigilance is the science and activities relating to the detection, assessment,
understanding and prevention of adverse effects or any other drug-related problems.

Placebo - is an inactive substance, such as a sugar pill or liquid, that is administered
only for its suggestive effects. In medical research, a placebo is administered to one
group and the drug being studied is administered to another group.

Prescriber is a health care professional who is legally qualified to write a prescription.

Prescription - is an order mostly in written form (~ receipt) by a qualified health care
professional to a pharmacist or other therapist for a medicine or treatment to be
provided to their patients. One prescription may contain several items. The maximum
number of items on a receipt is in many countries regulated.

Q

Quality assurance (QA) A set of written processes that, at a minimum, verifies,
monitors, and reviews the adequacy of the compounding process.

Quality control (QC) The sampling, testing, and documentation of results that,
taken together, ensure that specifications have been met before release of the CNSP
(Compounded nonsterile preparations).

R

R&D - Research and development. In the context of pharmacy, it relates to the research
and development of new medicines.

Reconstitution- The process of adding a diluent to a powdered medication to
prepare a solution or suspension.

Route of administration - The primary routes of administration for pharmaceutical
dosage forms can be defined as mucosal, oral, parenteral (by injection), inhalation, and
topical/dermal, and each has subcategories as needed.

S

Side effects - Problems that occur from taking medication in addition to the desired
therapeutic effect (for example, sleepiness).

Sig code - Medical abbreviations and acronyms used in health care to communicate
directions.

T

Traditional medicine is the sum total of knowledge, skills and practices based on the
theories, beliefs and experiences indigenous to different cultures, whether explicable or
not, used in the maintenance of health as well as in prevention, diagnosis, improvement
or treatment of physical and mental illnesses.
